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V100 Command Car

The V100, as it was known by its manufacturer, Cadillac
Gage, was given the nomenclature Command Armored Car,
M706, by the US Army. They were powered with a Chrysler
361 CID, 220 HP engine and utilized a 5-speed manual trans-
mission. The vehicle was equipped with 14 x 20 run-flat tires.

These vehicles were typically used by MPs for convoy
escort duty, and HQ / station security. They could carry up to
an | 1-man crew and reach speeds of 60 MPH. The turrets
mounted various combination of machine guns—a pair of .30-
caliber, one .30 and one .50-caliber, or a pair of 7.62mm guns.

The Museum’s V100 was built in 1968, and sent to Viet-
nam, where it was assigned to the 25th MP Company.

On 20 April 1969 on Highway 239 near Dau Tieng, the
right front wheel of the FSMM vehicle detonated a pressure

mine, resulting in heavy damage to the V100, Two personnel
riding on top of the vehicle were slightly injured by the inci-
dent.

Adfter the incident, the vehicle was sent to Cu Chi for re-
pair.

As you can see from the accompanying photos, this vehi-
cle has been carefully restored to its Vielnam appearance and
condition. After a lot of searching, members of the Volunteers
have located many of the bits and pieces that are needed o
complete the last details of the restoration. The first aid box,
grenade boxes, dashboard gauges, and radio parts have all
been found. Replacement weather-stripping was still available
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
